® |MMC provides 3 Java applications, exchanging data & providing
services to each others using jSAMP.
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® But interoperability does not work until all apps run.
® User should already be conscious of this to interoperate our apps.
= Chicken-and-egg problem... If only one app could start them all !
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Solution : Faking, then Launching SAMP Clients !
o AppLauncher registers multiple SAMP fake clients to the hub,
so as to present user with a minimal but complete workbench.
® |t traps any message sent to fake clients (and hold them for
differed delivery). . A ASEID
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® |t then launches the corresponding application using Java WebStart.
® |t unregisters used fake client.
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® |t forwards the trapped message to the true application once fully b
started (handling errors and timeouts as far as possible).
® Bonus : Users get a “Dock” window with all known SAMP apps e
to start, and we could also add MIME type file handling.

Perspectives :

® Ongoing effort to update SAMP specs with new keywords, and further discussions through IVOA on app metadata registry.
® Experimental reflexions on a broader way to download and start non-JNLP applications (Rhino/Jython) ?

® First round of beta-testing on IVOA apps-samp forthcoming (with an integrated SAMP client sniffer to automatically get back
unknown apps metadata), with the goal to release it open-source asap.

® Any developer can provide us with its own app metadata for integration (XML schema coming along) !
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
